SyseroKB enables authorized users to take content and turn them into knowledge items such as documents, templates, or 
clauses and store them via the taxonomy in a specific structure useful to the organization.  This is not only useful in a legal 
environment but any industry such as Professional Services that have significant amounts of unstructured information.
